Music donation.  Los Alamos County Libraries is cel-
ebrating National Library Week, April 10-16, with the 
acquisition of a new collection.  The family of Los Ala-
mos native Bryan Johnson has assembled and donated 
a superb collection of chamber music (sheet music) 
to Mesa Public Library.  The new collection, which is 
available for checkout by library patrons, is housed at 
the Reference Desk at Mesa Public Library.  After April 
16, it will be available also by Interlibrary Loan for use 
only within the borrowing library.  
 The Bryan Johnson Memorial Chamber Music 
Collection (BJMCM Collection) was created in mem-
ory of Bryan Edward Johnson who was born February 
7, 1949, in Lincoln, Nebraska.  Bryan moved to Los 
Alamos with his family in January 1951, living here 
until he graduated from Los Alamos High School in 
1967.  Bryan excelled as a violin soloist and orches-
tral musician.  He was concertmaster of the 1967 NM 
All-State Orchestra, performed at the White House as 
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a member of the US Marine Orchestra, and performed 
with the National Symphony Orchestra until his death.  
His life ended abruptly on July 4, 2001, near his home 
in McLean, Virginia, the victim of a road-rage driver.  
 Bryan’s greatest love in music, however, was 
chamber music.  Bryan Johnson’s sister, Kay Newnam, 
and his mother, Joan Cox, along with their husbands, 
Brian Newnam and Arthur Cox, have gathered several 
hundred works for small musical ensembles to cre-
ate this unique collection, the core of which was from 
Bryan Johnson’s personal library.  In addition to well-
known chamber music by Beethoven, Brahms, Debussy, 
Dvorak, Haydn, Mendelssohn, Mozart, Ravel, Schubert, 
Schumann, Shostakovich, and Tchaikovsky, the col-
lection includes lesser known compositions such as 
the Bagatelles for String Quartet by Alan Hovhanness, 
Schubert’s Octet for Strings and Winds, Beethoven’s 
Septet for Strings and Winds, Joaquin Turina’s La Ora-
cion del Terero, and the incomparable Verklarte Nacht 
by Arnold Schoenberg.  For the entire listing of titles, 
please go to the Popular Lists tab in the online Library 
Catalog, http://library.lac-nm.us.  
 Growing up in Los Alamos, Bryan and his 
sisters, Kay Newnam and Sally Bustamante, were all 
taught violin by the gifted teacher, David Cole.  It was 
David who introduced Bryan and his sisters to the world 
of chamber music.  In recent years, Bryan, David, and 
David’s cellist/violinmaker wife, Anne, along with an 
assortment of other musicians, were well known for 
their chamber music evenings that would stretch into 
the pre-dawn hours.  
 Bryan’s friends and family remember a strong, 
capable, and gentle man who lived life broadly and pas-
sionately.  Throughout his life, he loved to play cham-
ber music with friends and developed a keen interest in 
collecting fi ne violins and bows.  He was an exception-
ally dedicated violin teacher who nurtured hundreds of 
young people throughout his life.  
 Please join Mesa Public Library in celebrating 
National Library Week with the inauguration of this 
marvelous collection honoring one of Los Alamos’ na-
tive sons.
